How Do I Get Started 
Simply stop at the City Office  to complete 

an application, pay the $30 rental fee, and 

receive your water hydrant key. Registra-

tions are filled on a first come, first served 

basis.  Phone registrations will not be ac-

cepted. All garden tools, hoses, etc., shall 

be supplied by the gardener.  

50% of your rental fee will be refunded 

when your garden plot is cleaned and the 

water key is returned at the end of the sea-

son.  

What Can I Grow 

It’s amazing what you can grow! Melons, 

tomatoes, cucumbers, onions, garlic, 

herbs, flowers, lettuce, zucchini, and much 

more—the choice is yours!  This is a place 

for people of all skill levels. Visit with other 

gardeners to find out which plants might 

work best and learn from their valuable 

experiences. 

Location 
The gardens are located on River Street. 

The gardens are intended for City of Man-

chester residents only as they will be lo-

cated on City-owned land, supported by 

City of Manchester taxes. 

 

Site, Layout 

 Plots are approximately 10 x 15 feet 

 35 plots available 

 Plots of land are leased for an annual 

fee of $30 per plot; maximum of 2 

plots per gardener 

 Tilling & Soil testing will be done prior 

to the growing season 

 Water will be available on site 

 Sawdust, grass clippings and compost 

bins will be available on site 

 Parking and port-a-pottys will be avail-
